Importance of Geographies

Census data is provided in various different geography levels including popula�on centers (Port Dover, Simcoe, 

Delhi and Waterford), dissemina�on areas, and dissemina�on blocks (smallest geography level offered). None of 

these geographies in past census data releases have matched Norfolk County’s urban area boundaries. Previously 

staff have had to a�empt to calculate urban area popula�ons through a system of coun�ng dwellings for geography 

units which are not wholly contained in an urban area. Norfolk County GIS staff have worked with Sta�s�cs Canada 

to change the boundaries of dissemina�on areas and dissemina�on blocks to match Norfolk County’s actual urban 

area boundaries. The 2021 census is the first year that truly precise numbers can be generated for urban areas.
